Our 9.30 teaching groups—for adults, children, and all in-between re-start on April 24th.
Fresh coffee and home-baked cake are served at 10.15am.

Church begins at 10.45am. We hope that whole families will enjoy church together. For
children there is a separate learning sheet to help them make the most of the sermon.
We don’t mind that little ones make a bit of noise or wriggle around.
